Over Half of Voters Know Someone Who’s Had an Abortion

The majority of respondents know someone who has had
an abortion and also support self-managed abortions being
available to pregnant people.

A large majority of voters rate the state of jobs in Michigan
as very or somewhat strong.

While many voters initially were unsure on the Meshawn
Maddock situation, learning details of her actions made
half of respondents more likely to want her gone from her
leadership position.

Voters believe the 16 Republicans who falsely claimed to be
Michigan’s electors, despite Biden’s clear win in the state,
should be criminally charged.

When asked if they are thinking about themselves, their
family and friends, their local community, or the entire
state at the ballet box, voters say they’re thinking about all
of Michigan.
